Alexandra Hospital

Prior to 1971, Alexandra Hospital

was a military hospital. On 14-15

February 1942, about 200 staff and

military casualties in the hospital

were massacred by Imperial

Japanese Army troops who Exterior of Alexandra

stormed the building. Today, the

hospital retains much of its original facade. The entrances

to underground shelters, though sealed, are still visible.

In the garden in front of the main entrance is a memorial

plague commemorating the massacre.

How to get there: Take Bus Services 61 or 100 from the bus-stop near
Exit B of HarbourFront MRT Station (North East Line - Station NE1) and
alight eight stops later, outside the hospital.
