Ref lections at Bukit Chandu is an interpretive centre
dedicated to the Malay Regiment and its contribution to
the Battle for Singapore. It tells of ‘C’ Company of the
regiment’s 1st Battalion and its fearless defence of Bukit
Chandu (Opium Hill) on Pasir Panjang Ridge. Despite their
valour, the hill was overrun and the captured officers paid
a heavy price for their defiant heroism. The centre is
housed in a colonial house believed to have been used
by Second Lieutenant Adnan bin Saidi and his platoon of
‘C’ Company before their epic 48-hour battle with the
Japanese.

The Malay Regiment began on 1 March 1933 as a small
Experimental Company at Port Dickson, Malaya.
Commanded by British and Malay officers, recruitment
expanded from the four Federated Malay States to every
state in Malaya. It quickly became a well-trained, disciplined
and greatly respected f ighting force in Malaya .

The exhibition galleries here detail the evolution of the
Malay Regiment, and house the war memories of their
loved ones. Immerse yourself in a soldier’s experience
of war through a 3-D binaural sound effect show, ‘Sounds
of Battle’, and a hologram show depicting the ‘Battle of
Pasir Panjang’.

How to get there: Take Bus Services 10, 30 or 143 from the bus-stop
outside HarbourFront MRT Station (near Exit B) and alight 8 stops later,
outside Pasir Panjang Police Post (on Pasir Panjang Road). Cross the
road to enter Pepys Road. The interpretive centre is a 15-minute uphill
walk; taking a taxi may be preferred.
