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Founded in 1891 by Japanese philanthropist, Tagajiro Futaki,
the Japanese Cemetery began as a burial ground for
young Japanese women who died in destitution and
became the resting ground of Singapore’s early Japanese
community. Tastefully landscaped, this cemetery enjoys a
peaceful existence within a quiet residential district .

During and after World War II, many of the Japanese war
dead were interred here. Take the first path on your left
after the entrance to see the monuments dedicated to
various units in the Japanese invasion force. Behind the
three large engraved stones set atop a platform, a stone
pillar marks the resting ground of the ashes of the Japanese
war dead.

Field-Marshal Count Hisaichi Terauchi, Supreme
Commander, Japanese Expeditionary Forces, Southern
Regions, is buried in this cemetery.  He was to hand over
the Japanese forces at the surrender ceremony in City
Hall on 12 September 1945, but failed to attend due to ill
health. He died in Johore shortly thereafter. Turn right after
the entrance and proceed along the shaded walkway to
the other end of the cemetery to see his tomb in a corner
on your right.

How to get there: Take Bus Service 76 from Ang Mo Kio MRT Station.
Alight 10 stops later at the bus stop just after the junction of Yio Chu
Kang Road and Phillips Avenue. Phillips Avenue leads to Chuan Hoe
Avenue where the cemetery is.
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
