On the Sidelines

Kranji Reservoir Park

This was where frontline Australian

troops and local Chinese volun-

teers defended the coastline in

February 1942 against the first

waves of the Imperial Japanese

Army. To read about the attack,

look out for the World War || View of johore from
memorial (follow the brown- Singapore
coloured sign that says ‘Kranji Beach Battle Site 100n’).
After that, make your way to the beach to get a view
of the south-western coast of Johore. In the distance,
you will just be able to spot the 1-km long Causeway
linking Singapore and Malaysia.

How to get there: Drive down Woodlands Road to Kranji Road, then
turn left onto Kranji Loop to reach Kranji Way where the park is.

Bukit Batok Nature Park

Once located in Bukit Batok Nature

Park were the Syonan Chureito (a

Shinto shrine and memorial) and

an Allied memorial. Both were

demolished during the transitional

period after the war. In their place

now stands a transmitter station. ~ The Syonan Chureito

The ashes of the Japanese war dead
that were previously interred at the
Syonan Chureito were moved to
the Japanese Cemetery. There is a
large World War Il memorial set
into the steps leading up to the
transmitter station.
